Webcams/Smoke/Weather 
SWFRS Website Help

Opening the Webcams/Smoke/Weather Pane on the left SWFRS accordion provides access to three functionalities: 1) Webcam images both current and historic, 2) links to currently deployed smoke monitoring sites, and 3) a number of links to websites related to weather and air quality.
Webcams – Opening the webcam link loads the dashboard to access webcam images as shown in Figure 1; numbers refer to the numbered list below.

1. Two aids are available at the top of the page to assist in finding the webcam capturing images in your area of interest.  
i. Webcam Text List - The first is a text list of webcams in alphabetical order for those who know where the desired webcam is located.  Another advantage of this list is that it includes all cameras SWFRS has data for, including those no longer deployed.  For example, the Needles camera is available on this list even though it is no longer shown as a thumbnail on the dashboard as the camera is no longer deployed.
ii. Webcam View Angles Map - The second opens the Webcam view angles map.  Its purpose is to provide a sense of what cameras may be viewing a particular location for those users unfamiliar with local geography and placenames.
2. The middle portion of the dashboard lists a variety of links which may be of interest to SWFRS users.
3. The remainder of the page provides thumbnails of the current images from each currently deployes webcam.  If available, the images are updated every five minutes.  They are listed from north to south on the page.  Clicking on any image or the text below opens the viewer for the selected webcam.  Significant functionality including historic images and movies are available from the webcam viewer as shown in Figure 2; numbers refer to the numbered list below.
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Figure 2 - SWFRS Webcam viewer
1) Image Year - The dropdown list at the top left defaults to the current year, but historic images are available by selecting the year of interest from the list.
2) Webcam - Users can navigate between webcams from the drop down list on the top right.  As with the text list of webcams, all webcams are available from this list including cameras no longer deployed.  If a year and date have been selected, all cameras navigated to from the viewer will default to the selected date.  
3) Image Date - Beneath the image another dropdown list allows the user to select a date for which to view images.  Alternately, the calendar can be opened and a date selected from it.
4) Image Time - Images are collected from dawn to dusk.  A time of day dropdown list allows the user to select the image collected at a specific time of day.
5) Scroll between images - Optionally, users can scroll through a day’s images using four navigation tools for first or last image of the day or the next or previous image.
6) Movies – Clicking on the movie link opens an interface to view or download movies created from webcam images.  It opens defaulting to the date and time selected in the viewer, but users can select any camera and any year/date/time from this interface.  Both a starting and ending time of day can be specified.  Three movie speeds are available which determine how many frames per second are displayed.  When all the parameters have been entered, use the Make Movie button to begin processing the movie.  The download button becomes active when the movie is ready for download.
7) Toggle Landmarks – A number of landmarks have been identified for most webcams which may be of assistance in identifying the geography in the viewed landscape.  These can be toggled on or off with the Show/Hide Names button.  Note:  Cameras may be moved and/or zoomed in and out without SWFRS knowledge; therefore, the landmarks available may or may not be accurate.
8) Modis Line – Modis imagery may or may not be available for the selected day.  If it is, this link will open the Modis imagery.
9) eBam Link – The eBam link opens the list of available smoke monitoring equipment available.
Smoke Monitors – Clicking on this link opens a list of smoke monitoring equipment currently deployed in the southern Sierra Nevada.  Clicking on each location opens the Interagency Real Time Smoke Monitoring webpage for that Bam or eBam.  
Weather/Air Links – Provides links to several weather and air quality links of general interest.
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
